To compete at an Associate level you need to be a member of EQ or a mem-
ber of the club holding the competition.

Being a member of one affiliated club and competing at another does not

give you insurance cover and is therefore not allowed.
Aon no longer provide a Day Insurance Cover.

To allow riders to ‘Try’ Dressage at Nagswe will allow a ‘Day’ membership of
Nags at a nominal amount of $10 and this will be allowed only twice in any

calendar year.

To join up as a Day member you will need to go to www.nags.asn.au and fill
out the membership forms and disclaimer and send inwith entry forms and
510 fee.

Also from July 1st all horses that compete officially will need to be micro

chipped.

We recommend all riders either download for free or buy an Equestrian
Queensland Rule Book and also the FEIJudges handbook which you can buy
from the Efa National Office for $65 to understand all areas of our sport.

“HORSAGE”

We realise that not all of our members are ready to face the restraints of official competition so we are proposing a new
type of day for these riders.

You may wish that you could have your instructor coach you through your test to try and improve your marks.

You may wish to ride your horse in a stock saddle or another form of non standard EA dressage tack.

You might wish to do back to back same tests with a judge and instructor as in a Protocol day.

A Mum might want to ride a daughter’s horse in a test (or visa versa) before changing riders.

This might be a great day if you just want to try dressage or bring a friend from another discipline to try this sportin a
very social non competitive environment.

Or a great day for young horses who might even want to share their first arena experience with an older more experi-
enced horse.

The idea is to give you a training opportunity to improve your understanding and performance as a dressage rider.

All requests for usage of gear or hehaviour outside EA rules will have to be detailed on the entry form and no forms of
behaviour that are deemed unsafe or to the detriment to the welfare of the horse will be permitted.

The decision on what will be allowed will be made by the committee whose decision is final and no debate will be
entered into.
